It’s Here — The New GWRRA University

The long awaited GWRRA University has begun its roll out in Region H. What is GWRRA Univer-
sity? It is the combination of ALL training presented within GWRRA, using a new presentation
methodology to make it not only more interesting to those attending, but presented in a man-
ner to increase knowledge retention. Training will be a more interactive dialog between stu-
dents and instructor instead of the previous 'one way' slide shows with minimal student in-
volvement. There are nearly 30 newly designed training modules ready for presentation by
University Instructors, and more on the way. The modules include topics geared to those in or ’u%}',‘,’gﬁ‘;,f}y'
interested in GWRRA leadership positions, general GWRRA information of interest to all Mem-
bers, and life skills enhancements of benefit in everyone's daily personal and professional
lives. The University also includes the all important Rider Education information to enhance
and extend our riding experience. All we need now are certified University Instructors.

We will have our first class of University Instructor candidates on February 18-19. What's different about them? University In-
structors are those folks who possess the presentation skills needed for the new training methodology, have satisfactorily com-
pleted the required training and are then certified to conduct the new training modules (previously known as seminars). They
will conduct training more as discussion leaders instead of just reading slides presenting information. Anyone interested in be-
coming a University Instructor should contact their District Trainer or myself.

Finally, what happens to those previously certified as Goldwing University seminar presenters (including Senior and Master Uni-
versity Trainers)? They will continue to be able to present the 'information' seminars in their previous form, as long as they con-
tinue to exist. Over half of the previous seminars will be removed from the curriculum and no longer available for presentation
April 1, 2017. Others will be removed as they are updated to incorporate the new methodology. Those previously certified semi-
nar presenters will need to complete the new Instructor Training Certification Program (ITCP) in order to become University In-
structors with the ability to present the new modules.

Be on the lookout for presentation of the new training modules and check them out.

This puzzle was presented on Facebook. The solution was
immediately apparent to me so | reposted it and soon
started getting responses with answers that were different
from what was apparent to me. | see a pattern where you
take the sum of the numbers then add the sum from the
line above it to get the answer that is given.

Boogie Woogie Was
_‘J Born in Marshall

Marshall, Texas is called “the Birthplace of Boogie Woogie” because Marshall is at the center of the geo-
graphical area where one of the most revolutionary and influential developments in American music took
place.

In the 1930’s, historians compiled oral histories and interviews indicating that Boogie Woogie piano originat-

ed in the Piney Woods of northeast Texas. Research first published in 2004 by Dr. John Tennison, a San Anto-

nio psychiatrist and musicologist, shows that the music emerged in the 1870'’s, in close proximity to the Texas
& Pacific Railroad, which established its headquarters in Marshall in 1872.

Dr.Tennison brought his exciting research to Marshall in January, 2010. The city embraced the story with a
“Boogie Woogie Homecoming Concert,” starring Omar Sharriff, a great piano player who grew up in Marshall
as Dave Alexander Elam, but hadn’t been back in 55 years. The historic concert marked the first of many cele-

brations to come.

Omar Sharriff relocated to Marshall as Artist-in-Residence in February, 2011. He performed every week at a
downtown pub, and at numerous large concerts. Tragically, Omar Sharriff died on January 8, 2012. His life, his
legacy and his important original contributions to Blues and Boogie Woogie history live on.

Marshall was also the hometown of Floyd Dixon, another Boogie Woogie and Blues piano great. Huddie
“Leadbelly” Ledbetter, who was born nearby, spent much of his life around Marshall. The city’s role in the
origination of Boogie Woogie Music has been recognized by the Dallas Morning News, the Texas Historical

Commission, the State Historian of Texas, and by National Public Radio.

Marshall supports a program to foster and encourage awareness of the city’s musical heritage and to pro-
mote live musical performance of the many musical genres that have been influenced by the Boogie Woogie.
